Read story on OHT or enlarged photocopy and get the children to come up and underline the new vocab. Ask the children how they can find out what they mean and how they may explain the meaning to other children.

Look particularly at the speech marks and related punctuation. Discuss how the writer uses this punctuation and how it effects reading aloud.  Practice changing the speech marks around. Does the writing still make sense?

	Independent

Take two characters and write an appropriate piece of speech. Most children should try to use the speech marks discussed, but those who cannot could use a differentiated work sheet that already has speech marks on.

	Plenary

Talk to the children as if you were reading from a book, holding up speech marks where you are speaking. Can they explain why speech marks are used for parts of the sentence, but not all?

Look at the children’s work and how well they have used the speech marks. Get the children to comment on the validity of the use.
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
